Glory – Manifested presence of God
Hebrew & Greek definitions: A splendor, brightness, or shining light. Refers to effulgence (outshining from a luminous source)

Habakkuk 3:3,4 …His glory covered the heavens, and the earth was full of His praise. His brightness was like the light; He had rays flashing from His hand, and there His power was hidden.
Kabod: chabod (kaw.BODE) Hebrew – The heavy, weighty presence of God
2 Chronicles 5:13,14 indeed it came to pass, when the trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking the LORD, and when they lifted up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of music, and praised the LORD, saying: "For He is good, for His mercy endures forever," that the house, the house of the LORD, was filled with a cloud, so that the priests could not continue ministering because of the cloud; for the glory of the LORD filled the house of God.

2 Chronicles 7:1,2  Now when Solomon had finished praying, fire came down from heaven and consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the temple. And the priests could not enter the house of the LORD, because the glory of the LORD had filled the Lord's house.
Shekinah: (zakan-ah) Hebrew – The bright cloud of God’s presence
Exodus 24:15 -18 Then Moses went up into the mountain, and a cloud covered the mountain. Now the glory of the LORD rested on Mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days. And on the seventh day He called to Moses out of the midst of the cloud. The sight of the glory of the LORD was like a consuming fire on the top of the mountain in the eyes of the children of Israel. So Moses went into the midst of the cloud and went up into the mountain. And Moses was on the mountain forty days and forty nights.

Exodus 40:34-38 Then the cloud covered the tabernacle of meeting, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. And Moses was not able to enter the tabernacle of meeting, because the cloud rested above it, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. When the cloud was taken up from above the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in all their journeys. But if the cloud was not taken up, then they did not journey till the day that it was taken up. For the cloud of the LORD was above the tabernacle by day, and fire was over it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.

Doxa (pronounced THDOXE.ah) Greek – Means Glory
The Word says that we are now on a journey from glory to glory, or from doxa to doxa. Doxa is a most glorious condition, an exalted state, the perfect state of blessedness promised to beliers in Christ.  It is the perfect excellency of Christ, and His Kingly majesty.
2 Corinthians 3:18  But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.
God of Glory: Acts 7:2 The God of glory appeared to our father Abraham …
FATHER
“Father of glory” Ephesians 1:17 that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him,
SON
“King of glory” Psalm 24:7 Lift up your heads, O you gates! And be lifted up, you everlasting doors! And the King of glory shall come in.

 “Hope of glory” Colossians 1:27 To them God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.

“Brightness of His glory” Hebrews 1:3 who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high,

“The Lord of glory” James 2:1 My brethren, do not hold the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory, with partiality.

“The Son of glory” John 1:14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.
The light “Shekinah” of glory Revelations 21:23-26 And the city had no need of the sun or of the moon to shine in it, for the glory of God illuminated it, and the Lamb is its light. And the nations of those who are saved shall walk in its light, and the kings of the earth bring their glory and honor into it. Its gates shall not be shut at all by day (there shall be no night there). And they shall bring the glory and the honor of the nations into it.
2 Corinthians 4:6 For it is the God who commanded light to shine out of darkness who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.
Jesus, the brightness of the Father’s glory Hebrews 1:1-3 God, who at various times and in different ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets, has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things, through whom also He made the worlds; who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His power,

Jesus, transfigured in glory Luke 9:28-32 And it came to pass, about eight days after these sayings, that He took Peter, John, and James and went up on the mountain to pray. And as He prayed, the appearance of His face was altered, and His robe became white and glistening. Then behold, two men talked with Him, who were Moses and Elijah, who appeared in glory and spoke of His decease which He was about to accomplish at Jerusalem. But Peter and those with him were heavy with sleep; and when they were fully awake, they saw His glory and the two men who stood with Him.

Jesus Raised by the Glory Romans 6:4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

Jesus Comes in Glory 

Luke 21:27 "Then they will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power and great glory.

God’s glory is revealed in each of His perfections: wisdom, power, knowledge, mercy, judgment and love. God’s glory denotes the honor, majesty and the regal splendor of the Lord:

Daniel 7:9,10 "I watched till thrones were put in place, and the Ancient of Days was seated; His garment was white as snow, and the hair of His head was like pure wool. His throne was a fiery flame, its wheels a burning fire; A fiery stream issued and came forth from before Him. a thousand thousands ministered to Him; ten thousand times ten thousand stood before Him. The court was seated, and the books were opened.

Vs. 13,14  "I was watching in the night visions, and behold, One like the Son of Man, coming with the clouds of heaven! He came to the Ancient of Days, and they brought Him near before Him. Then to Him was given dominion and glory and a kingdom, that all peoples, nations, and languages should serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and His kingdom the one which shall not be destroyed.

Isaiah 6:1-3  In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train of His robe filled the temple. Above it stood seraphim; each one had six wings: with two he covered his face, with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. And one cried to another and said: "Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of hosts; the whole earth is full of His glory!"
HOLY SPIRIT
“The Spirit of glory” 1 Peter 4:14 … for the Spirit of glory and of God rests upon you….

The angels were created to manifest His glory: 

Revelations 18:1 After these things I saw another angel coming down from heaven, having great authority, and the earth was illuminated with his glory.
Luke 2:9 And behold, an angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them 
God’s creative purpose for mankind: 

Isaiah 43:7 …everyone who is called by My name, whom I have created for My glory; I have formed him, yes, I have made him."
Ephesians 1:11,12 in whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestined according to the purpose of Him who works all things according to the counsel of His will, that we who first trusted in Christ should be to the praise of His glory.

1 Colossians 10:31 Therefore, whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.

Mankind was created for God’s glory. Adam and Eve were clothed in His glory and were to extol His glorious perfections on this earth. However when Adam & Eve sinned, they died spiritually, the glory departed and they were ashamed and hid from God, because they were naked. 

Romans 3:23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God,

1 Colossians 15:22 For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. 

God’s glory cannot come where there is sin.

THE TABERNACLE OF MEETING

When the Children of Israel sinned, Moses took his tent which he called The Tabernacle of Meeting outside the camp, so the glory could come:

Exodus 33:7-11 Moses took his tent and pitched it outside the camp, far from the camp, and called it the tabernacle of meeting. And it came to pass that everyone who sought the LORD went out to the tabernacle of meeting which was outside the camp. So it was, whenever Moses went out to the tabernacle, that all the people rose, and each man stood at his tent door and watched Moses until he had gone into the tabernacle. And it came to pass, when Moses entered the tabernacle, that the pillar of cloud descended and stood at the door of the tabernacle, and the LORD talked with Moses. All the people saw the pillar of cloud standing at the tabernacle door, and all the people rose and worshiped, each man in his tent door. So the LORD spoke to Moses face to face, as a man speaks to his friend. And he would return to the camp, but his servant Joshua the son of Nun, a young man, did not depart from the tabernacle.

THE GLORY HAS DEPARTED

The word most frequently used for glory in the Old Testament Hebrew: “Kabod”, means weight or “to be heavy”, referring to the considerable superiority, dignity, splendor, magnificence, greatness, excellency that renders God to be worthy of our praise and worship. 
However, the word “Ichabod” means the glory has departed. When the Children of Israel sinned and the Ark of the Covenant, representing the glory of God was captured by the Philistines, Eli’s daughter-in-law named her child Ichabod, saying “The glory has departed from Israel, for the ark has been captured (1 Samuel 4:21,22). 
–The glory has departed from so many Christians and churches today. 
THE WEIGHT OF GLORY

2 Corinthians 4:17 For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory,
Often, when the “Kabod” glory is being manifested, we find it impossible to stand. 

When they brought the Ark of the Lord (the presence of God into the Temple) the priest could not stand to minister because of the “Kabod” glory that had filled the temple. 

Ezekiel 44:4 …behold, the glory of the LORD filled the house of the LORD; and I fell on my face.
Daniel 10:10 Suddenly, a hand touched me, which made me tremble on my knees and on the palms of my hands. 
The temple guards came to arrest Jesus, He asked, “Whom are you seeking?” They answered Him, “Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus said to them, “I am He,” they drew back and fell to the ground. (John 18:4 – 6)

RESTORING THE GLORY

Mankind will never be all that we were created to be until the glory that we were created for has been restored. 

However, there are two aspects of God’s glory: that which he retains for Himself (non-communicative glory) and that which he communicates to mankind (communicative glory). 

Isaiah 42:8a I am the LORD, that is My name; and My glory I will not give to another …

That is why we are to be careful to give Him the glory due His name. Psalms 29:2 Give unto the LORD the glory due to His name…

Psalms 96:7,8  Give to the LORD, O kindreds of the peoples, Give to the LORD glory and strength. Give to the LORD the glory due His name;

Matthew 6:13 “…. For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever.

1 Colossians 1:29 …that no flesh should glory in His presence.

Instead we should glory in the Lord.
But there is “communicative glory”, (that which He had created mankind to manifest on this earth).
Mankind, will never be all that we were created to be and to do until the glory is restored. Therefore, there is arising a hunger in the hearts of God’s people for the glory to be restored.
THE GLORY GENERATION

A New Generation is Arising:

Psalms 24:6 This is Jacob, the generation of those who seek Him, Who seek Your face. 
Hebrews 2:10 For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons to glory…

Jesus prayed for the Father’s glory to be upon Him so that He may glorify the Father and give this glory to this new generation.
John 17:1 Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven, and said: "Father, the hour has come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven, and said: "Father, the hour has come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You,

Vs. 4-5  "I have glorified You on the earth. I have finished the work which You have given Me to do. "And now, O Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was.

Vs. 9-10  "I pray for them. I do not pray for the world but for those whom You have given Me, for they are Yours. "And all Mine are Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I am glorified in them.

Vs. 20-22  "I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me through their word; "that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me. "And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one:

Vs 24  "Father, I desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where I am, that they may behold My glory which You have given Me; for You loved Me before the foundation of the world.
THIRST FOR GLORY 
Psalms 63:1,2  O God, You are my God; Early will I seek You; My soul thirsts for You; My flesh longs for You In a dry and thirsty land Where there is no water. So I have looked for You in the sanctuary, To see Your power and Your glory.

Psalms 42:1,2  As the deer pants for the water brooks, So pants my soul for You, O God. My soul thirsts for God, for the living God. When shall I come and appear before God?

Matthew 5:6 "Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be filled.

They long to dwell in His presence and have a passion for His glory

Psalms 27:4 One thing I have desired of the LORD, That will I seek: That I may dwell in the house of the LORD All the days of my life, To behold the beauty of the LORD, And to inquire in His temple.
  Vs. 8 When You said, "Seek My face," My heart said to You, "Your face, LORD, I will seek."
2 Chronicles 7:14  "if My people who are called by My name will humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land.

Having tasted of the heavenly gift, they have a passion for the presence and glory of God

Hebrews 6:4b …those who were once enlightened, and have tasted the heavenly gift, and have become partakers of the Holy Spirit, 

Psalms 26:8 LORD, I have loved the habitation of Your house, And the place where Your glory dwells.
Philippians 3:12 Not that I have already attained, or am already perfected; but I press on, that I may lay hold of that for which Christ Jesus has also laid hold of me.

They are not willing to settle for an angel, for second best, for church as usual, 
but only for the awesome presence of God
When the children of Israel sinned with the golden calf, God said he could not go with them any longer, 

Exodus 33:2 I will send My Angel before you …

Vs. 3 “Go up to a land flowing with milk and honey; for I will not go up in your midst, lest I consume you on the way, for you are a stiff-necked people” 
Vs. 15 Moses said, “If Your Presence does not go with us, do not bring us up from here. 

Vs. 17,18  So the Lord said to Moses, “I will also do this thing that you have spoken; for you have found grace in My sight, and I know you by name.” And he said, "Please, show me Your glory." 
IN GOD’S PRESENCE, THE GLORY ARISES UPON MOSES
Exodus 34:2 “So be ready in the morning, and come up in the morning to Mount Sinai, and present yourself to Me there on the top of the mountain.
Vs. 10. And He said: “Behold, I make a covenant. Before all your people I will do marvels such as have not been done in all the earth, nor in any nation; and all the people among whom you are shall see the work of the LORD. For it is an awesome thing that I will do with you.

Vs 29,30. Now it was so, when Moses came down from Mount Sinai (and the two tablets of the Testimony were in Moses’ hand when he came down from the mountain), that Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone while he talked with Him. So when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold the skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to come near him. 

Vs. 33-35 And when Moses had finished speaking with them, he put a veil on his face. But whenever Moses went in before the LORD to speak with Him, he would take the veil off until he came out; and he would come out and speak to the children of Israel whatever he had been commanded. And whenever the children of Israel saw the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses’ face shone, then Moses would put the veil on his face again, until he went in to speak with Him. 
Isaiah 60:1,2 Arise, shine; For your light has come! and the glory of the LORD is risen upon you. For behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and deep darkness the people; but the LORD will arise over you, and His glory will be seen upon you.
Luke 11:36  "If then your whole body is full of light, having no part dark, the whole body will be full of light, as when the bright shining of a lamp gives you light."

Habakkuk 2:14 For the earth will be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea.

TABERNACLE OF MOSES

After the tabernacle was completed the Ark of the Covenant was brought in…

Exodus 40:34-37 Then the cloud covered the tabernacle of meeting, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. And Moses was not able to enter the tabernacle of meeting, because the cloud rested above it, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. When the cloud was taken up from above the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in all their journeys. But if the cloud was not taken up, then they did not journey till the day that it was taken up. For the cloud of the LORD was above the tabernacle by day, and fire was over it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.

THE TABERNACLE OF DAVID 

2 Samuel 6:12-17 And it was told King David, saying, "The LORD has blessed the house of Obed-Edom and all that belongs to him, because of the ark of God." So David went and brought up the ark of God from the house of Obed-Edom to the City of David with gladness…. Then David danced before the LORD with all his might; and David was wearing a linen ephod. So David and all the house of Israel brought up the ark of the LORD with shouting and with the sound of the trumpet. And as the ark of the LORD came into the City of David, Michal, Saul's daughter, looked through a window and saw King David leaping and whirling before the LORD; and she despised him in her heart. So they brought the ark of the LORD, and set it in its place in the midst of the tabernacle that David had erected for it. Then David offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before the LORD.

Note: In the Tabernacle of David, the ark of the LORD (the presence of God) was “in the midst of the tabernacle”, not hidden behind a veil. God is rebuilding the tabernacle of David today. He is rebuilding the ruins of His church, so that all may seek the Lord.

In Acts, chapter 15, James quoted from Amos when he said: 'After this I will return and will rebuild the tabernacle of David which has fallen down. I will rebuild its ruins, and I will set it up, so that the rest of mankind may seek the Lord, even all the Gentiles who are called by My name, Says the Lord who does all these things.' (Acts 15:16,17

SOLOMON’S TEMPLE

1 Kings 8:6 Then the priests brought in the ark of the covenant of the LORD to its place, into the inner sanctuary of the temple, to the Most Holy Place, under the wings of the cherubim.

1 Kings 8:10,11  And it came to pass, when the priests came out of the holy place, that the cloud filled the house of the LORD, so that the priests could not continue ministering because of the cloud; for the glory of the LORD filled the house of the LORD.

Also: 2 Chronicles 5:7  Then the priests brought in the ark of the covenant of the LORD to its place, into the inner sanctuary of the temple, to the Most Holy Place, under the wings of the cherubim.
2 Chronicles 5:12-14  and the Levites who were the singers, all those of Asaph and Heman and Jeduthun, with their sons and their brethren, stood at the east end of the altar, clothed in white linen, having cymbals, stringed instruments and harps, and with them one hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets - indeed it came to pass, when the trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking the LORD, and when they lifted up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of music, and praised the LORD, saying: "For He is good, for His mercy endures forever," that the house, the house of the LORD, was filled with a cloud, so that the priests could not continue ministering because of the cloud; for the glory of the LORD filled the house of God.

2 Chronicles 7:1-3  Now when Solomon had finished praying, fire came down from heaven and consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the temple. And the priests could not enter the house of the LORD, because the glory of the LORD had filled the Lord's house. When all the children of Israel saw how the fire came down, and the glory of the LORD on the temple, they bowed their faces to the ground on the pavement, and worshiped and praised the LORD, saying: "For He is good, for His mercy endures forever."

THE GLORIOUS CHURCH
Ephesians 5:25-27 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for it, that He might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, that He might present it to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that it should be holy and without blemish.

2 Corinthians 4:17 For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory,

Hebrews 2:10  For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons to glory, to make the author of their salvation perfect through sufferings.
2 Corinthians 4:6 For it is the God who commanded light to shine out of darkness who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.

"Lift up your eyes all around, and see: they all gather together, they come to you; your sons shall come from afar, and your daughters shall be nursed at your side. Then you shall see and become radiant, and your heart shall swell with joy; because the abundance of the sea shall be turned to you, the wealth of the Gentiles shall come to you.

Vs 7b I will glorify the house of My glory (Isaiah 60:1-5) 

Habakkuk 2:14 For the earth will be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea.

ENTERING THE GLORY
The Golden Altar on Incense – a prophetic revelation of the move of God that will transition us into the last move of God – GLORY! According to the instructions that God gave to Moses, the Golden Altar of Incense was positioned in the Holy Place immediately in front of, or outside the veil—nearest to the Ark of the Covenant. It speaks of worship and prayer. 

Hebrews reveals that the golden altar of incense was now inside the Holy of Holies. Intense worship and prayer had resulted in a total transition and translation into the very presence of God

Hebrews 9:2-4a For a tabernacle was prepared: the first part, in which was the lampstand, the table, and the showbread, which is called the sanctuary; and behind the second veil, the part of the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of All, which had the golden altar of incense and the ark of the covenant overlaid

Revelations 5:8  Now when He had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each having a harp, and golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints.

Revelations 8:3,4  Then another angel, having a golden censer, came and stood at the altar. And he was given much incense, that he should offer it with the prayers of all the saints upon the golden altar which was before the throne. And the smoke of the incense, with the prayers of the saints, ascended before God from the angel's hand.

The harp and the smoke of the incense equals intense prayer and worship. Prophetic prayer and worship will transition and translate us into the glory realm into the Holy of Holies – the throne room of God’s awesome presence. We are transported into the realm of the spirit as our prayers and worship arise as a sweet smelling sacrifice. We hear ourselves praying things we did not know to pray. In prophetic worship the song of the Lord will come lifting us into higher realms of God’s presence and glory.
BENEFITS AND BLESSINGS OF THE GLORY

-Closeness of God’s abiding presence 

Exodus 13:22 He did not take away the pillar of cloud of day or the pillar of fire by night from before the people.

-Hearing the voice of God

Psalm 99:7 He spoke to them in the cloudy pillar; They kept His testimonies and the ordinance that He gave them.

-Under God’s protective covering

Psalm 105 39 He spread a cloud for a covering, And fire to give light in the night.

-Bask in the warmth of God’s Glory

Exodus 13:22b …the pillar of fire by night from before the people.

-Revelation (illumination and light)

Psalm 105:39 He spread a cloud for a covering, And fire to give light in the night.

2 Corinthians 4:6 For it is the God who commanded light to shine out of darkness who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.

-Guidance and Direction

Nehemiah 9:19 Yet in Your manifold mercies You did not forsake them in the wilderness. The pillar of the cloud did not depart from them by day, to lead them on the road; nor the pillar of fire by night, to show them light, and the way they should go.

-Protection from our enemies

Exodus 14:19,20 And the Angel of God, who went before the camp of Israel, moved and went behind them; and the pillar of the cloud went from before them and stood behind. So it came between the camp of the Egyptians and the camp of Israel. Thus it was a cloud and darkness to the one, and it gave light by night to the other, so that the one did not come near the other all that night. 

Isaiah 58:8 your light shall break forth like the morning, your healing shall spring forth speedily, and your LORD shall be your rear guard.

-Strengthens and Empowers

Ephesians 3:16 that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man,

-Supernatural Health

Psalm 105:37b …and there was none feeble among His tribes

-Supernatural Provision

Psalm 105:39-41 He spread a cloud for a covering, And fire to give light in the night. The people asked, and He brought quail, And satisfied them with the bread of heaven. He opened the rock, and water gushed out; It ran in the dry places like a river. 

-Brings Prosperity

Psalm 105:37a He also brought them out with silver and gold…

1 Chronicles 13:14 The ark of God remained with the family of Obed-Edom in his house three months. And the LORD blessed the house of Obed-Edom and all that he had. 

Isaiah 60:1 Arise, shine, For your light has come! And the glory of the LORD is risen upon you. 

Vs. 5,6 Then you shall see and become radiant, and your heart shall swell with joy; because the abundance of the sea shall be turned to you, the wealth of the Gentiles shall come to you. The multitude of camels shall cover your land, the dromedaries of Midian and Ephah; all those from Sheba shall come; they shall bring gold and incense, and they shall proclaim the praises of the LORD. 

-Supernatural Joy
Psalm 105: 43 He brought out His people with joy, His chosen ones with gladness.

Psalm 16:11 You will show me the path of life; In Your presence is fullness of joy; At Your right hand are pleasures forevermore. 

Acts 2:28 You have made known to me the ways of life; you will make me full of joy in Your presence. 

How did the High Priest get into the Holy of Holies on the Day of Atonement? 

Hebrews 9:8,9  the Holy Spirit indicating this, that the way into the Holiest of All was not yet made manifest while the first tabernacle was still standing. It was symbolic for the present time….

We believe he was translated in as Phillip was translated from the Gaza Strip where he had just baptized the Ethiopian Eunuch to Azotus.

Acts 8:39,40  Now when they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord caught Philip away, so that the eunuch saw him no more; and he went on his way rejoicing. But Philip was found at Azotus. And passing through, he preached in all the cities till he came to Caesarea.

As we seek God’s awesome presence in our worship and our prayers, there is a transformation that takes place. We will be translated in the spirit into the glory realm into the very glory of God’s awesome presence.
Ezekiel 43:5 The Spirit lifted me up and brought me into the inner court; and behold, the glory of the LORD filled the temple.

Ezekiel 44:4 Then He brought me by way of the north gate to the front of the temple; so I looked, and behold, the glory of the LORD filled the house of the LORD; and I fell on my face.

1 Chronicles 16:27 (KJV) Glory and honour are in his presence…

John 17:22,24  "And the glory which You gave Me I have given them… "Father, I desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where I am, that they may behold My glory which You have given Me…

2 Corinthians 4:6,7  For it is the God who commanded light to shine out of darkness who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellence of the power may be of God and not of us.

2 Corinthians 3:18  But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.

THE SECRET PLACE OF THE MOST HIGH
To move into the Holy of Holies, the earthly picture of the Heavenly throne room is to move into the realm of the intimacy of God’s awesome presence. It is moving into the realm of the supernatural, the realm of the Spirit, the atmosphere of glory, the realm of the open heaven, the realm of angels, and into the realm of the miraculous. 

Hebrews 9:24 For Christ has not entered the holy places made with hands, which are copies of the true, but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us;

We too, can enter this realm.

Hebrews 10:19-22 Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, and having a High Priest over the house of God, let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 

We are not only to enter this realm for an occasional visit, but to dwell in that place of God’s awesome glory.

Psalms 91:1 He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.

If the passing shadow of Peter could bring healing, how much more will we be healed, delivered and changed by abiding under the shadow of the Almighty.

Acts 5:14-16 And believers were increasingly added to the Lord, multitudes of both men and women, so that they brought the sick out into the streets and laid them on beds and couches, that at least the shadow of Peter passing by might fall on some of them. Also a multitude gathered from the surrounding cities to Jerusalem, bringing sick people and those who were tormented by unclean spirits, and they were all healed.

Soaking in His Presence
Our spirits are charged, empowered and energized as we spend time soaking in His presence. 

Example: A rechargeable battery like on an electric shaver. If charged only a few minutes, the power will be depleted in a short time. A fully charged battery provides power for it to keep going.

Our spirits are charged, empowered and energized as we spend time soaking in His presence. We must enter deep into His presence and linger long, soaking in the glory of His presence. 

We are to soak in His presence daily as we commune with God in our thanksgiving, praise, worship, prayer, listening to God and meditating in His Word. 

THE SIGNS OR MANIFESTATIONS OF GLORY
Miracles manifest His glory.

John 2:11 This beginning of signs Jesus did in Cana of Galilee, and manifested His glory; and His disciples believed in Him.

GLORY CLOUDS
Exodus 16:10 Now it came to pass, as Aaron spoke to the whole congregation of the children of Israel, that they looked toward the wilderness, and behold, the glory of the LORD appeared in the cloud.

Exodus 24:15 Then Moses went up into the mountain, and a cloud covered the mountain.

Exodus 40:34-38 Then the cloud covered the tabernacle of meeting, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. And Moses was not able to enter the tabernacle of meeting, because the cloud rested above it, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. When the cloud was taken up from above the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in all their journeys. But if the cloud was not taken up, then they did not journey till the day that it was taken up. For the cloud of the LORD was above the tabernacle by day, and fire was over it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.

Isaiah 4:4-5 When the Lord has washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion, and purged the blood of Jerusalem from her midst, by the spirit of judgment and by the spirit of burning, then the LORD will create above every dwelling place of Mount Zion, and above her assemblies, a cloud and smoke by day and the shining of a flaming fire by night. For over all the glory there will be a covering.

Matthew 17:5 While he was still speaking, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them; and suddenly a voice came out of the cloud, saying, "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. Hear Him!"

2 Peter 1:16-18 For we did not follow cunningly devised fables when we made known to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of His majesty. For He received from God the Father honor and glory when such a voice came to Him from the Excellent Glory: "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased." And we heard this voice which came from heaven when we were with Him on the holy mountain.

MANIFESTATION OF FIRE
Leviticus 9:23,24 And Moses and Aaron went into the tabernacle of meeting, and came out and blessed the people. Then the glory of the LORD appeared to all the people, and fire came out from before the LORD and consumed the burnt offering and the fat on the altar. When all the people saw it, they shouted and fell on their faces.

2 Chronicles 7:1 Now when Solomon had finished praying, fire came down from heaven and consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the temple. And the priests could not enter the house of the LORD, because the glory of the LORD had filled the Lord's house.

1 Kings 18:24  (Elijah) "Then you call on the name of your gods, and I will call on the name of the LORD; and the God who answers by fire, He is God."

Vs 38,39  Then the fire of the LORD fell and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood and the stones and the dust, and it licked up the water that was in the trench. Now when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces; and they said, "The LORD, He is God! The LORD, He is God!"

Isaiah 4:4,5  When the Lord has washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion, and purged the blood of Jerusalem from her midst, by the spirit of judgment and by the spirit of burning, then the LORD will create above every dwelling place of Mount Zion, and above her assemblies, a cloud and smoke by day and the shining of a flaming fire by night. For over all the glory there will be a covering.
MANIFESTATION OF OIL (Anointing)

Exodus 30:25 "And you shall make from these a holy anointing oil, an ointment compounded according to the art of the perfumer. It shall be a holy anointing oil. 

(anoint the tabernacle and all the objects)

Vs 30,31  "And you shall anoint Aaron and his sons, and sanctify them, that they may minister to Me as priests. "And you shall speak to the children of Israel, saying: 'This shall be a holy anointing oil to Me throughout your generations.

Zechariah 4:11,12  Then I answered and said to him, "What are these two olive trees, one at the right of the lampstand and the other at its left?" And I further answered and said to him, "What are these two olive branches that drip into the receptacles of the two gold pipes from which the golden oil drains?"

MANIFESTATION OF GOLD

Genesis 24:15 And it happened, before he had finished speaking, that behold, Rebekah, who was born to Bethuel, son of Milcah, the wife of Nahor, Abraham's brother, came out with her pitcher on her shoulder.

Vs 53 Then the servant brought out jewelry of silver, jewelry of gold, and clothing, and gave them to Rebekah. He also gave precious things to her brother and to her mother.

Typology: Abraham’s “unnamed” servant (Holy Spirit) gave Rebekah (the Bride) gold after she agreed to marry Isaac (Jesus). 

Job 22:24,25 Then you will lay your gold in the dust, and the gold of Ophir among the stones of the brooks. Yes, the Almighty will be your gold and your precious silver;

Job 28:5,6 As for the earth, from it comes bread, but underneath it is turned up as by fire; its stones are the source of sapphires, and it contains gold dust.

Psalms 68:13 Though you lie down among the sheepfolds, Yet you will be like the wings of a dove covered with silver, And her feathers with yellow gold."

Haggai 2:7-9 'and I will shake all nations, and they shall come to the Desire of All Nations, and I will fill this temple with glory,' says the LORD of hosts. 'The silver is Mine, and the gold is Mine,' says the LORD of hosts. 'The glory of this latter temple shall be greater than the former,' says the LORD of hosts. 'And in this place I will give peace,' says the LORD of hosts."

Revelations 21:18,21 And the construction of its wall was of jasper; and the city was pure gold, like clear glass.

Vs 21 And the twelve gates were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of one pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass.

MANIFESTATION OF JEWELS
Isaiah 61:10  I will greatly rejoice in the LORD, my soul shall be joyful in my God; for He has clothed me with the garments of salvation, He has covered me with the robe of righteousness, as a bridegroom decks himself with ornaments, and as a bride adorns herself with her jewels.

Zechariah 9:16 The LORD their God will save them in that day, as the flock of His people. For they shall be like the jewels of a crown, lifted like a banner over His land -

Revelations 21:10,11 And he carried me away in the Spirit to a great and high mountain, and showed me the great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from God, having the glory of God. And her light was like a most precious stone, like a jasper stone, clear as crystal.

Revelations 21:18-21 And the construction of its wall was of jasper; and the city was pure gold, like clear glass. And the foundations of the wall of the city were adorned with all kinds of precious stones: the first foundation was jasper, the second sapphire, the third chalcedony, the fourth emerald, the fifth sardonyx, the sixth sardius, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the ninth topaz, the tenth chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, and the twelfth amethyst. And the twelve gates were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of one pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass.

Ezekiel 28:11-14 Moreover the word of the LORD came to me, saying, "Son of man, take up a lamentation for the king of Tyre, and say to him, 'Thus says the Lord God: "You were the seal of perfection, full of wisdom and perfect in beauty. You were in Eden, the garden of God; every precious stone was your covering: the sardius, topaz, and diamond, beryl, onyx, and jasper, sapphire, turquoise, and emerald with gold. The workmanship of your timbrels and pipes was prepared for you on the day you were created. "You were the anointed cherub who covers; I established you; you were on the holy mountain of God; you walked back and forth in the midst of fiery stones.

MANIFESTATION OF FEATHERS

Psalms 91:4 He shall cover you with His feathers, And under His wings you shall take refuge; His truth shall be your shield and buckler.

Exodus 19:4 'You have seen what I did to the Egyptians, and how I bore you on eagles' wings and brought you to Myself.

Malachi 4:2 But to you who fear My name the Sun of Righteousness shall arise with healing in His wings; and you shall go out and grow fat like stall-fed calves.

Psalms 17:8 Keep me as the apple of Your eye; Hide me under the shadow of Your wings,
Matthew 23:37 "O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the one who kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to her! How often I wanted to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, but you were not willing!

Psalms 36:7 How precious is Your lovingkindness, O God! Therefore the children of men put their trust under the shadow of Your wings.

MANIFESTATION OF FRAGRANCE
Exodus 30:22-25 Moreover the LORD spoke to Moses, saying: "Also take for yourself quality spices - five hundred shekels of liquid myrrh, half as much sweet-smelling cinnamon (two hundred and fifty shekels), two hundred and fifty shekels of sweet-smelling cane, "five hundred shekels of cassia, according to the shekel of the sanctuary, and a hin of olive oil. "And you shall make from these a holy anointing oil, an ointment compounded according to the art of the perfumer. It shall be a holy anointing oil.

Exodus 30:34-36 And the LORD said to Moses: "Take sweet spices, stacte and onycha and galbanum, and pure frankincense with these sweet spices; there shall be equal amounts of each. "You shall make of these an incense, a compound according to the art of the perfumer, salted, pure, and holy. "And you shall beat some of it very fine, and put some of it before the Testimony in the tabernacle of meeting where I will meet with you. It shall be most holy to you.

Job 27:3 as long as my breath is in me, and the breath of God in my nostrils, (the fragrance of the breath of God in my nostrils – depicts nearness,  intimacy, close relationship)

Psalms 45:7,8 You love righteousness and hate wickedness; Therefore God, Your God, has anointed You With the oil of gladness more than Your companions. All Your garments are scented with myrrh and aloes and cassia, Out of the ivory palaces, by which they have made You glad.

Song of Solomon 3:6 Who is this coming out of the wilderness like pillars of smoke, perfumed with myrrh and frankincense, with all the merchant's fragrant powders?

Song of Solomon 4:11 Your lips, O my spouse, drip as the honeycomb; honey and milk are under your tongue; and the fragrance of your garments is like the fragrance of Lebanon.

Song of Solomon 4:13,14 Your plants are an orchard of pomegranates with pleasant fruits, fragrant henna with spikenard, spikenard and saffron, calamus and cinnamon, with all trees of frankincense, myrrh and aloes, with all the chief spices -

2 Corinthians 2:14-16  Now thanks be to God who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and through us diffuses the fragrance of His knowledge in every place. For we are to God the fragrance of Christ among those who are being saved and among those who are perishing. To the one we are the aroma of death to death, and to the other the aroma of life to life.
LIGHTNING
Exodus 19:16 Then it came to pass on the third day, in the morning, that there were thunderings and lightnings, and a thick cloud on the mountain; and the sound of the trumpet was very loud, so that all the people who were in the camp trembled.

Revelations 4:5 And from the throne proceeded lightnings, thunderings, and voices. And there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God.

CONDITIONS FOR THE GLORY TO COME
Isaiah 40:3-5 The voice of one crying in the wilderness: "Prepare the way of the LORD; make straight in the desert a highway for our God. Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low; the crooked places shall be made straight, and the rough places smooth; the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together; for the mouth of the LORD has spoken."
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
